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Important information for holdings maintenance using OCLC’s CatExpress and Connexion
Te Puna subscribers cataloguing using CatExpress or Connexion can maintain their holdings and enumeration detail on WorldCat and it can be transferred and loaded to the New Zealand National Union Catalogue. 

To ensure this transfer occurs follow these recommendations when adding, updating and deleting your holdings. 

To be transferred to the National Union Catalogue holdings information must be added to the MARC field on WorldCat, known as 049 Local Holdings (NR)

Input standards for using 049 Local Holdings (NR) can be found on the OCLC website in the Bibliographic Formats and Standards documentation at:

These are summarised below.  However to transcribe other data elements, and complex levels of specificity for enumeration, follow the OCLC guidelines. 

Always record your OCLC Holding Library code in UPPERCASE.

049 – OCLC Library Holding Code (NR)

Use the 049 tag to record your holdings records. The four-character code used is your OCLC Holding Library code. It is likely this code will not be the same as your OCLC Institution Symbol.

	Holding library code
	The holding library code is a four-character code that identifies one location or collection within your institution. The system displays your default holding library code in subfield ‡a.

example: 

 049 SYM1

	Multiple holding library codes 
	You can enter multiple holding library codes in one field separated by subfield ‡a or commas.

examples:

049 SYM1 ‡a SYM2 ‡a SYM3 ‡a SYM4 

<OCLC Holding Library Code SYM1 ‡aSYM2 ‡aSYM3 ‡aSYM4>
049 SYM1, SYM2, SYM3, SYM4

	Multiple holding library codes with complex levels of specificity for enumeration
	For the items held by your institution, further levels of specificity for complex enumeration can be used to qualify each of the holding library codes.

The National Library of New Zealand recommends that for serials and multivolume works requiring more complex levels of enumeration subfield ‡v is used

example:

049 SYM1  ‡v 1-35 ‡a SYM2 ‡v 36-56 

<OCLC Holding Library Code SYM1 ‡v1-35 ‡a SYM2 ‡v36-56>   

In this case Library symbols separated by commas are NOT acceptable
