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Minister’s Foreword   

This year has seen the National Library make significant progress on delivering its New Generation strategy: a strategy that sets a ten-year course to transform this cultural institution to meet the changing needs of New Zealanders operating in a digital and global environment.

One of the highlights this year has been the announcement that we will substantially redevelop the National Library building located in Wellington. The $69 million redevelopment signals a strong commitment to New Zealand’s cultural heritage; recognising that the nation’s richest and most valuable heritage collections, including those of the Alexander Turnbull Library, rightly deserve our attention and investment in how they are presented to the world, preserved and protected.

The National Library is, after all, a place for everyone to engage with, whether they are researchers, businesses, historians, school children or families and whänau exploring their history. The redevelopment will provide a more accessible, open environment, increasing the quantity and quality of collection space, as well as providing better facilities for protecting and preserving the Library’s collections. It will ensure our taonga are showcased in a way that gives New Zealanders and the international community a sense of who we are, of the influences on us and how we have developed as a nation. 

Another highlight of the year has been the very successful roll-out of the Aotearoa People’s Network, which provides free access to broadband internet services through public libraries. So far 58 libraries from Whitianga to Winton have gone live, with another 28 scheduled to go live by the end of 2008. This programme addresses all three strands of the New Zealand Digital Strategy – connection, confidence and content and is a tangible way for New Zealanders, particularly those in rural and provincial areas, to benefit from creating, accessing and experiencing digital content. 

The National Library has shown strong leadership through its involvement in the New Zealand Digital Content Strategy, launched this financial year. In the digital world it is the content delivered via broadband that will foster economic and cultural benefits for New Zealand. The National Library, and indeed the wider library sector, understands that this is fundamental to their future, and programmes such as the Kiwi Research Information Service (KRIS), Matapihi and the National Digital Heritage Archive (NDHA), are all evidence of this.

This year also saw the appointment of renowned poet Michele Leggott as the first government-appointed Poet Laureate. The award was established to recognise writers who have made an outstanding contribution to New Zealand poetry and acknowledges the value of poetry and literature as part of our national identity. Both the Poet Laureate’s working papers and published works will be preserved in the National Library’s NDHA and in the collections of the Alexander Turnbull Library, ensuring the works are accessible to future generations. 

Critical to the long-term success of the National Library are the partnerships with the wider community to ensure the Library remains relevant and meaningful to the communities of New Zealand and internationally. Mäori, as tangata whenua, have a special relationship with much of the material held by the National Library, particularly in the Alexander Turnbull Library. This year has seen ongoing work with iwi and Mäori to ensure that distinctive elements of our culture are protected and made more accessible now and for future generations. We have also extended this work to support Pacific communities in New Zealand and across the Pacific.

The National Library of New Zealand has embarked on a significant programme of change, and is well positioned to continue to make a significant contribution to our national identity, culture and economy, as well as building an increasing awareness of New Zealand internationally.

National Librarian’s Comment

E ngä iwi, e ngä karangatanga, te iti me te rahi, tënä koutou, tënä tätau katoa. 

Welcome to the 2008 Annual Report for the National Library of New Zealand Te Puna Mätauranga o Aotearoa. It has been an extraordinary five years for the National Library, as we have made a once-in-a-generation change – moving towards delivering a New Generation National Library for New Zealand. 

We have based our New Generation strategy on some fundamental, enduring building blocks. Back in 2003, we began our shift with the modernisation of the National Library Act, which brought legal deposit into the digital domain. In 2005, we formed part of the team to develop New Zealand’s Digital Strategy, with the key components of connection, content and confidence (as we went to print, the Digital Strategy 2.0 was released, with a fourth component of collaboration). We took a leading policy role in the development of New Zealand’s Digital Content Strategy in 2007. 

During 2007, we travelled the country to get New Zealand’s view on the National Library’s strategic way forward, drawing on the support and direction of communities, sectors and government, and came up with a compelling agenda for change. 

We have progressed the $24 million National Digital Heritage Archive (NDHA), the initiative to preserve and protect New Zealand’s digital heritage in perpetuity. The NDHA provides a strategy for preservation of New Zealand’s digital assets and digital memory over time, and a place to store the heritage acquired through electronic legal deposit. Our work on the NDHA has significantly influenced similar international digital preservation projects, and I am very proud of our National Library team for their innovative and truly world-leading work in this area.

A very important part of New Zealand’s Digital Content Strategy is the funding we received for Digital New Zealand. Digital New Zealand will join up content – images, sounds, film and text, along with citizen’s created content – from a wide range of communities and sectors, into a wonderful experience for New Zealanders to use, share and interact with.

We have been thrilled with the progress of the Aotearoa People’s Network over the year. The Network unleashes the creative and economic potential of communication in the digital environment, delivered through our public libraries, enabling New Zealanders to tell our nation’s stories through equitable access to the internet.

In May we were delighted to announce the Wellington building redevelopment, which will see the National Library re-imagined as a public civic space. It will reposition this nation’s National Library in a different way, in the hearts and minds of every Kiwi, and joins up with our work to establish a development hub for services for young New Zealanders and their educators in Auckland.

In all of our operations we continue to build relationships and partnerships with related sectors and communities, including education, culture and heritage, information and communications technology, research, science, and of course the libraries of New Zealand. It is by working closely with these partners that we continue to achieve goals that benefit all New Zealanders.

Implementing our New Generation strategy also requires a New Generation workplace, and the need to grow a new culture, to fit the demands of the digital age. We have been working with our people to establish what sort of culture we need to lead us forward, and to determine how to achieve this. I am always full of admiration and gratitude for the skills, imagination and creativity of the outstanding National Library team. We look forward to delivering the New Generation National Library to all New Zealanders in the future.

Expanding access to rich New Zealand content, in both its digital and physical forms, has been at the forefront of National Library thinking and activity. If New Zealand is to benefit fully in a knowledge-led economy, we need to ensure the collections and heritage materials contained in the Library are easily accessible to all: to researchers, communities, government, business and international audiences, as well as to our schools. 

The digital age has opened up the possibility of making the collections readily available to all New Zealanders – any time, anywhere – and the National Library has embarked on a significant programme to achieve this over the longer term. 

The Wellington building redevelopment will also enable the Library to significantly broaden access to the physical collections through increased exhibition space, as well as integrating digital technology and physical space to create exciting new experiences. 

The following section highlights some of the activities that illustrate the way the Library has expanded access to New Zealand’s rich heritage content and collections. 

Preparing the papers of Sir Donald McLean

The McLean Papers Digitisation project has been a key project for Alexander Turnbull Library staff this year. A new website for manuscript material, due to be launched in late 2008, will make the collection available to the public in a dynamic and engaging way.

Few people had as much influence on New Zealand’s 19th century history as Sir Donald McLean (1820-1877). He arrived in New Zealand in 1840, soon after the signing of the Treaty of Waitangi. An ambitious 19-year-old Scotsman, he intended to make his fortune in the new colony.

McLean quickly learned to speak Mäori, and went on to enjoy an illustrious career in local and national politics, culminating in his appointment as Native Minister. He negotiated with iwi, hapü and whänau all over the country regarding land, land sales, public works, laws and legislation, conflict and war.

His papers have always been heavily used by historians and have proved especially important for those researching land claims before the Waitangi Tribunal. Included are more than 14,000 letters in English, mainly reporting on developments in Mäori districts, and 3,000 letters in Mäori – the largest single group of 19th century Mäori letters. There are also diaries and notebooks documenting his work, outward letters, telegrams and a large series of official papers comprising reports, draft notes and speeches. These papers take up almost 20 metres of shelving – making this by far the biggest collection of manuscripts material to be digitised in New Zealand.

Manuscripts staff have been upgrading and enhancing the existing descriptions of the material, much of which was outdated and did not fit with current descriptive standards. Particular attention has been paid to the Mäori letters, to try to better identify letter writers, their place of writing, and their iwi and hapü affiliations. 

At the same time, a group of te reo scholars, Drs Ngapare Hopa, Jane McRae and Ted Douglas, have been translating the McLean Mäori letters. This project is called the E Mä: Ngä Tuhituhinga kë a Makarini and is funded by Ngä Pae o te Maramatanga/the National Institute of Research Excellence for Mäori Development and Advancement. Well over 500 letters have been transcribed and translated so far. These translations will be accessible online as part of the digitisation project, linked to the digital copies and fully searchable. 

The National Library’s Innovation Centre has also been involved in the project, arranging to convert 15,000 pages of transcripts done by the Library in the 1950s into a digital format, linking those transcripts back to the digital copies and doing the same with the Mäori translations – as well as developing the new manuscripts website.

Aotearoa People’s Network

In the Kawerau Public Library, young kids are busy downloading their skateboard adventures onto YouTube. In the Winton Public Library, an elderly man is skyping his grandkids overseas. At Puke Ariki Public Library in New Plymouth, there’s a young woman completing a job application online. These are just some of the activities being undertaken by New Zealanders in provinces around the country as they log on to the Aotearoa People’s Network, which provides free access to broadband internet services through public libraries. 

The aim is to have every public library in New Zealand connected to the internet so that New Zealanders from all communities, both large and small, can benefit by creating, accessing and experiencing digital content, as well as learning valuable skills. So far 58 libraries from Whitianga to as far as Winton have gone live, with another 28 scheduled to join by the end of 2008. 

Digital Content Strategy

The digital world is transforming the way we operate, providing opportunities to broaden reach and access to the content housed at the National Library. Equally our customers are seeking more online access to documents and support through virtual means as well as physical locations. 

To identify the impact and opportunities of the digital world, the National Library took a lead role in developing a strategic approach to digital content through the Digital Content Strategy launched in September 2007. We engaged with a wide range of stakeholders across government, business and community sectors and have come up with a roadmap for key digital activities undertaken by the Library and other government agencies. It considers both content creation and how content is protected and preserved. Key initiatives within this strategy include the Aotearoa People’s Network and the National Digital Heritage Archive.

Another key initiative to come out of the strategy is Digital New Zealand, which aims to make collections of New Zealand digital content more accessible to New Zealand communities. The Digital New Zealand Wave I implementation project is developing exemplars to demonstrate the value of improved access, discovery, creation and sharing of New Zealand digital content. The first of these is based on the theme Coming Home, commemorating the 90th anniversary of the Armistice in November 2008.

The National Library continues to be involved in New Zealand’s digital future and has been closely involved in the Digital Strategy 2.0, which updates many of the key content actions that appear in the Digital Content Strategy.

Legal Deposit moves into cyberspace
The connection between Legal Deposit and cyberspace may not be obvious, but it’s one that is becoming stronger as publishing, particularly from the government, local government, university and business sectors, moves increasingly online. 

Publishers have a legal obligation to supply copies of their publications to the National Library through Legal Deposit, which is fundamental to building a robust national heritage collection and preservation service for the benefit for all New Zealanders.

As a result of the increasing digital creativity of Legal Deposit librarians, the quantity and types of electronic material collected and archived by the National Library have steadily increased, and today includes music and film, as well as documents. 

In order to get local musicians on board, the Legal Deposit team created a MySpace account, Beheardforever, as a forum for communicating with New Zealand bands about depositing their music and recordings with the Library. The account has more than 800 friends. 

The team has also worked closely with publishers to establish proper formatting and delivery of electronic documents, and the industry has been very supportive in assisting with the supply of its electronic publications. 

Open all hours

This year the National Library launched a new service to bring New Zealanders closer to meaningful local publications. Treasures that lie within the National Library and libraries nationwide were made available for online discovery, any time of the day or night. 

Publications New Zealand –
http://publications.natlib.govt.nz – is a bibliographic database of our nation’s publishing and creative content and provides access to descriptions of books, periodicals, electronic resources, music and other material published in or about New Zealand. The service includes the facility to create personalised bibliographies of, for example, all New Zealand fiction published in a particular year. 

The details of material produced by New Zealanders or with a significant level of New Zealand content, title, author, publisher, availability – are all online. And as well as promoting the holdings of libraries nationwide, it displays the richness of New Zealand publishing, increasing the awareness of homegrown authors, musicians and film-makers. It also offers a bilingual feature that allows users to display navigation options and static text content in either Mäori or English. 

Family history goes global

Access to millions of microfilmed genealogical records has significantly boosted resources for New Zealanders interested in researching their family histories. The service provides records from many different countries microfilmed by the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints, including records of churches, births, deaths and marriages, land, military and census records. 

The service is the result of an agreement between the Genealogical Society of Utah, the New Zealand Society of Genealogists and the National Library. Members of the New Zealand Society of Genealogists run the service, which is open every day.

Family history researchers are key customers of the National Library, and this service extends and complements the family history services and resources within the Alexander Turnbull Library. 

Indexing services boost Mäori content

Over the year Index New Zealand (INNZ) continued to grow and respond to customer expectations and demands, including a strong focus on improving services to Mäori, as well as expanding content, access and searching. 

The National Library provides abstracts in Mäori for material it indexes. Additionally, the Library is continuing to add existing headings to its catalogue records to increase access to Mäori material. 

INNZ has worked to improve content, expanding the scope to cover the entire spectrum of New Zealand content, with more focus on science and responding to areas of interest identified by customers. Providing full-text electronic versions to enhance access is also a high priority and there are now links to approximately 25 percent of new material. Finally, the adoption of a new thesaurus – the Online Computer Library Centre’s (OCLC) Faceted Application of Subject Terminology – has seen more science-related terms and specific terms to aid searching. 

We are also developing new headings for Ngä Üpoko Tukutuku/Mäori Subject Headings, focusing initially on those requested by librarians. We are continuing to add existing headings to our catalogue records to increase access to Mäori material. Since the initial launch in 2005, we have increased these headings to 791 current titles and 2,392 retrospective titles.  

Wellington building gets revamp

As New Zealand has transformed, so has its National Library. The Library was established in 1965 and had several homes until it moved to the current Molesworth Street site in Wellington, in 1987. While the building was suitable for the Library’s needs at the time, the growing size of New Zealand’s heritage collections and the changing role and place of the Library have led to the need for redevelopment. 

The redevelopment will transform this major national institution, opening up the incredibly valuable heritage collections to New Zealanders and international visitors alike, and creating a Library that never sleeps, with a strong digital and physical presence. 

The redesign has been undertaken by Warren and Mahoney architects, and reflects the role of a contemporary National Library, one that is an inclusive centre for research, connection and the creation of New Zealand ideas and knowledge. The design also reflects New Zealand as an outward, multicultural society with a bicultural foundation and provides substantial public exhibition space, as well as greater capacity to protect and preserve the valuable collections. It will set new benchmarks for environmental sustainability, building on the existing structure to recreate a sustainable and vibrant civic space within the parliamentary precinct. 

The redevelopment will start towards the end of 2009 and is expected to be completed by late 2011. 

Exhibitions

Manapouri: Art, Power, Protest looked at one of New Zealand’s most contested landscapes. Mixing colonial landscape paintings with industrial film and contemporary protest songs, the exhibition argued that the majestic southern lake is more than just a picture-perfect scenic wonder. 

With A Capital Suburb: Pipitea Thorndon, the exhibition programme turned its attention to the local community, presenting a social history of the precinct in which the National Library exists along with the Beehive and parliament. The Wellington Tenths Trust actively partnered with the Library for this exhibition. 

Both exhibitions demonstrated the range and vitality of the Alexander Turnbull Library’s collections. Manapouri: Art, Power, Protest drew on the archives of the Royal Forest and Bird Protection Society to document the iconic campaign to ‘Save Manapouri’. A Capital Suburb used the Library’s archives and art collections to trace a similar public protest against the building of Wellington’s motorway through this historic suburb in the 1970s. 

Each exhibition and programme of related events worked with individuals and communities of interest to present their experiences and stories. The Wellington Tenths Trust shared materials and knowledge about the continued Te Äti Awa presence in the Pipitea area. The Manapouri exhibition was taken south in the form of public talks held in Dunedin and Invercargill to repay the community interest and participation in the project.

These two very different exhibitions epitomised the role of the National Library Gallery in providing access to the endless narratives contained within the heritage collections of the Alexander Turnbull Library. The year also saw a significant milestone for the Gallery, marking the 20th anniversary of its first exhibition Points of View: highlights from the collections of the Alexander Turnbull Library that began on 5 November 1987.

This year we hosted six exhibitions: Good Books make Good Citizens; 100 years of Reed Publishing; Manapouri; Art, Power, Protest; Makereti: Taking Mäori to the World; A Capital Suburb: Pipitea Thorndon; and Simple to Sumptuous: Bookbindings from 1450 to the present.

We also toured three exhibitions to locations within New Zealand: Happy Wanderer: Walking around New Zealand with AH Reed; and Makereti: Taking Mäori to the World; along with Handboek: Ans Westra Photographs, a tour developed in partnership with BWX exhibitions.

NEW ZEALAND’S DOCUMENTARY HERITAGE IS NURTURED 

Over the past year the National Library has continued to build New Zealand’s documentary heritage, connecting people to stories of New Zealand, Mäori and the Pacific. These stories, contained largely in the vast collections of the Alexander Turnbull Library, offer a valuable insight into our heritage and culture and provide a rich resource for New Zealanders and, increasingly, global audiences. The Alexander Turnbull Library has a statutory role to preserve, protect, develop and make accessible the collections for all people of New Zealand. 

In all, the Library’s collections include the most comprehensive range of New Zealand publications in existence, as well as photographs, sound and oral recordings, ephemera, paintings, drawings, prints, cartoons, maps and music collections. Not only has the Library focused on making these collections more accessible, it has also collaborated with its customers, including researchers, iwi and cultural, educational and historical communities, to ensure the collections are preserved and available to all.

Increasingly, New Zealand’s and the world’s cultural heritage is being created and stored in digital form. Institutions are being challenged to preserve and provide long-term access to digital heritage collections under their guardianship. The National Library has responded by building the National Digital Heritage Archive (featured on page 14).

This section provides an insight into some of the key activities and initiatives over the past year, demonstrating how our heritage is preserved, protected and made accessible. Historic newspaper gives insight on turbulent times

The addition of an historic West Coast newspaper to the National Library’s Papers Past website in July 2008 gives researchers access to coverage of the entire First World War. 

Papers Past – paperspast.natlib.govt.nz – is an online resource of 19th and early 20th century New Zealand newspapers and periodicals, and is one of the National Library’s most popular digital collections. Seventy thousand pages of the Grey River Argus have been digitised, bringing the total number of newspaper pages available on Papers Past to more than 1.2 million. 

The latest addition provides access to newspaper stories from a fascinating time in New Zealand’s history, covering the First World War, the 1919 election, and the global influenza epidemic. 

The Grey River Argus was the first newspaper published in Greymouth, appearing in November 1865. The paper played an active role in local and national politics. In 1918 it allowed the Grey Labour Representation Committee to use its columns to support Harry Holland in contesting the Grey seat in that year’s by-election. In the lead-up to the 1919 general election – the first that allowed women to stand – future Prime Minister Peter Fraser wrote editorials for the paper.

The project was a partnership between the National Library and Grey District Council. The Alexander Turnbull Library purchased the Grey River Argus from the Council in a bid to preserve the historic information contained in the material. 

Saving Grace: 
conservation uncovers treasure trove 

A major project undertaken by the Conservation Services team of the Alexander Turnbull Library has revealed a treasure trove of information about 19th century Mäori/Crown relationships. 

William Grace’s copy letter book, a record of his life between 1880 and 1888, was so badly water damaged that the last 150 pages, out of 1,010, could not be separated. The gum in the writing had stuck the pages fast, and the iron gall-based ink had eaten through the tissue-thin paper. The pages could not be separated for fear they would fall apart.

Copy letter books are a 19th century ‘technology’ for making copies of letters and other important documents that the owner wished to save. Grace’s book details many official land transactions between Grace and the Government, along with personal information pertaining to Grace’s relationships with North Island Mäori. 

Separating the pages was the responsibility of the Alexander Turnbull Library’s senior conservators and involved a complex treatment, including everything from GORE-TEX® fabric to handheld ultrasonic steamers, used to create the super-humid, chamber-like conditions required. This meticulous work has revealed pieces of New Zealand heritage that may have otherwise been lost forever. That heritage is now available to all researchers. 

The Robin Hyde Collections: Living on the Margins

A fascinating group of papers about the New Zealand writer Robin Hyde (1906-1939) is one of the acquisition highlights of the year. During her short life Hyde (born Iris Wilkinson) struggled to survive as a writer, and she died tragically, taking her own life, worn down by ill health, poverty and lack of critical recognition. 

Her reputation has grown in recent years, with several biographical and critical studies published and more on the way. She wrote prolifically, and the meagre returns from writing were her only income. While some of this work was of uneven quality, the best of it is now regarded as of unique insight and originality. The Oxford Companion to New Zealand Literature describes her as “one of New Zealand’s most significant writers” whose work is typified by consistent themes of “compassion for those on society’s margins, a passionate desire to find ‘community’ in a hostile world, a search for balance in her own emotions, and assertion of the full equality of women”. 

Her son and biographer, Derek Challis, collected the papers. They include his own research material and correspondence, and that of his co-biographer, Gloria Rawlinson. But the heart of the papers is Hyde’s own correspondence, journals, photographs and manuscripts. Some of her papers are held at other institutions, but this is the richest and largest body of original material relating to her life and work. 

Included are manuscripts of novels, journals, poems and short stories, both published and unpublished; personal papers that help to document her struggles with ill health and the difficulties of making a living, records of her involvement in protests over the eviction of Ngäti Whatua from Orakei, her journals and notebooks, including a notebook kept on her epic journey through war-torn China in 1938, letters both from and to her family, friends and other writers, and a rich collection of photographs, many of which have not previously been published.

Just call me Happy 

Bringing to life the rich bass-baritone tones of Inia Te Wiata, Ngäti Raukawa, was made possible with the release of Just call me Happy, a commemorative CD of recordings by Inia Te Wiata, chosen by his widow Beryl Te Wiata. This chart-topper brought Inia’s music to a whole new appreciative audience and was an immediate hit on New Zealand’s classic music charts.

Included with the release of the 49 music tracks – which featured 11 waiata Mäori, several of which have never been released before – was a special DVD that added a unique visual element to the production. The DVD includes a documentary film showing Inia’s parallel skills as a master carver, along with a rare interview filmed with Inia’s friend, Spike Milligan. 

The National Library produced the CD in conjunction with Atoll Limited as part of Treasures in Sound He Puiaki Puoru, an ongoing series of remastered music of special significance held by the Alexander Turnbull Library. 

New Zealand Poet Laureate Michele Leggott 

Michele Leggott is the first writer to receive the newly government-funded, 
National Library administered, Poet Laureate Award. The award recognises Michele’s outstanding and continued contribution to poetry in New Zealand, 
as well as recognising poetry’s role in building the country’s national identity. 

Michele received a tokotoko carved by Jacob Scott, Ngäti Kahungunu, as did laureates before her. The carved stick was presented to her at a celebration of 
New Zealand poets and poetry at Matahiwi marae. 

Michele has hosted several inaugural events, including a combined poetry reading by all the living past Laureates held at the National Library in Wellington. The events have been very well attended and reflect both the growing popularity of poetry in New Zealand and the support it has from the National Library. 

Michele will donate her working papers and published work to be preserved in the collections of the Alexander Turnbull Library and the National Library’s National Digital Heritage Archive.

Research grant for biography of trailblazing dancer 

Jennifer Shennan, respected dance teacher, writer and lecturer in dance studies, was the 2008 recipient of the Friends of the Turnbull Library Research Grant. The Grant awarded Jennifer $10,000 to support her research into the life of Danish dancer Poul Gnatt. Gnatt formed New Zealand’s first professional dance company, the New Zealand Ballet, in 1953. 

Jennifer used the collections of the Alexander Turnbull Library, including the Royal New Zealand Ballet Collection, the New Zealand Music Archive, and the Photographic Archive, during her research. The result of Jennifer’s hard work will be an illustrated biography of Poul Gnatt.

National Digital Heritage Archive (NDHA)

This year the Library will launch the first phase of the NDHA, the solution to the challenge of preserving and providing long-term access to New Zealand’s digital heritage collections.

A digital storehouse, the NDHA will ensure that websites, digital images, CDs, DVDs and other digitally born and digitised items that make up our digital heritage will, despite technical obsolescence, be preserved and remain accessible to all New Zealanders, now and in the future.

Established in 2004, the NDHA programme has worked in partnership with the Ex Libris Group and Sun Microsystems. The NDHA is the Library’s implementation of the result of the partnership – the first commercially viable digital preservation system ever developed. 

The past year has seen the culmination of three years of analysis, planning and design developed into a working solution. Collaborative work has characterised the NDHA’s development. A legacy of the programme is the development and nurturing of the Library’s expertise in the digital preservation field. 

Milestones achieved in the past year by the NDHA team and the organisation, to bring the programme to the point of launch at the end of 2008, include: 

The Library’s Technical Services team installed the hardware that will drive the NDHA. There is no precedent at the Library in terms of the breadth and quantity of hardware installed 

Many Library staff outside the NDHA team were involved in developing NDHA end-to-end processes. Their work has produced an agreed map and description of what happens to a digital object from the first point it is received by the Library right through to when that object is accessed by a Library user

Intensive testing has involved future users of the NDHA from both inside and outside the Library

A team has worked to integrate or link the NDHA system to the Library’s existing collection management, access and digital systems. INDIGO, a software application that Library staff will use to put digital material into the NDHA, has been developed and will be made available to other institutions via open source. 

The first terabyte of digital material will be taken into the NDHA in late 2008.

Uncovering the Truth

Wellington writer and historian Redmer Yska is the National Library Research Fellow for 2008. He is writing a social and institutional history of the NZ Truth newspaper, a disreputable but always vivid fixture of the local media scene. 

The $45,000 fellowship is awarded annually for research use of the Alexander Turnbull Library. 

“For so much of the 20th century, this weekly tabloid newspaper orchestrated and shaped public opinion in much the same way that prime television news shows like Close Up or Campbell Live do today,” said Redmer.

A graduate of Victoria University in Wellington, Redmer began his career as a reporter with NZ Truth. He later worked on newspapers in England, and has served as ministerial press secretary and departmental speechwriter. He is the author of two books on post-war New Zealand history, and recently published a commissioned history of Wellington city.

SKILFUL

NEW ZEALANDERS ARE SKILFUL 
AND CONFIDENT IN USING INFORMATION 

One of the National Library’s strategic priorities is inspiring knowledge creation and economic transformation, and it has a key role in contributing to New Zealanders’ lifelong engagement with learning for their economic, social and cultural benefit. This is particularly relevant for young New Zealanders and the Library has been proactive in building its services to suit next generation learners. 

All of these services are driven by changes in customer needs, learning environments, education directions and new technology opportunities. 
This year has seen the Library continue to work actively alongside educators and researchers, librarians and information technologists and publishers and authors, on generating new content and new services to support 21st century skills development. 

This includes significant progress in building a strong presence in Auckland through the establishment of a Centre for 21st Century Literacies. The goal is to create a dynamic professional centre for educators, fostering the very best in literacy and information literacy practice to support a strong digital and print future for young New Zealanders. 

This section outlines some of the key activities over the past year that demonstrate the National Library’s role in assisting New Zealanders to be skilful and confident in using information. 

Create Readers blog 

The Create Readers blog, launched in 2007, aims to help create motivated and engaged young readers by promoting New Zealand children’s and young adult literature, literacy research and anything else that will get, and keep, New Zealand kids reading.

The blog is contributed to by teachers and librarians nationwide – and often kids too – and is maintained by National Library staff. 

Topics have ranged from book reviews to celebrating the New Zealand Post Book Awards for Children and Young Adults. Create Readers actively fosters a love and enjoyment of reading, while filling a gap by raising the profile of what is currently being published for children in New Zealand. 

Over the past year Create Readers has been used by teachers from all over the country and National Library staff alike, and is a key part of our drive to develop online ways to promote literacy and reading for young New Zealanders. 

Reading @ the beach

Reading @ the beach conjures images of happy faces buried in books and warm feet buried in sand. This is exactly what the National Library’s Auckland Centre intended when it piloted its reading development programme. 

The aim was to hook teachers into reading great books by giving them a season’s worth of reading pleasure. A selection of quality children’s literature, picture books and graphic novels was hand-picked by Library staff for each participating teacher to take home and enjoy over the holidays. The Library worked with the University of Auckland to develop an evaluation process for the programme and to target the first group of participants – with more than 150 teachers taking part in the programme.

It can often be a challenge for teachers to find the opportunity to develop their own education and experience as readers of children’s literature. Teachers’ own knowledge of and enthusiasm for children’s and young adult literature helps them to support the reading interests and needs of their students – and create a positive reading culture.

Reading @ the beach provides an enjoyable community in which to explore the pleasures of children’s literature, supported by the Reading @ the beach blog, where teachers can tell others about what they read and their experiences of the programme.

Strengthening School Libraries

The Strengthening School Libraries programme is a targeted initiative for low-decile schools, providing expertise and resources to strengthen their libraries in support of literacy and information literacy.

National Library advisors work with each school to assist with the planning and implementation of library development, the purchase of library resources to strengthen their collections in targeted areas and professional development for teachers and library staff. 

This year, with the expansion of the programme to the Waikato area, we have been able to include five schools participating in the Ministry of Education’s Performance Enhancement in the North Waikato (PEN) schooling improvement project. 

The strong collaboration and alignment between the two initiatives has strengthened the effectiveness of the programme, and enabled an integrated approach to further information literacy professional development for the PEN schools in 2008.

Students learn from Victorian 
and Edwardian children’s fiction

Charles Ferrall and Anna Jackson first started using the National Library’s Dorothy Neal White collection as research for their book on late 19th and early 20th century children’s fiction. Both are senior lecturers in English at Victoria University in Wellington, and share an interest in past perceptions of adolescence, and how they conflict with the angst-ridden ideologies of today. 

Their interest in the Dorothy Neal White collection, which has more than 8,000 children’s books published before 1940, grew when they realised what a valuable resource it would be for their students. “It’s a great representation of what an incredible boom there was in publishing for juveniles at the end of the 19th century,” Charles said. “To have it all there, just sitting on the shelves for us to look at, is so helpful.” 

This year they offered an Honours-level paper Pirates, fags and new women: Victorian and Edwardian Children’s Fiction. The paper was fully enrolled. Students were encouraged to visit the collection in groups, studying everything from the literature in the Boy’s Own and Girl’s Own annuals to the representations of children’s heroes in 19th century juvenile publications. 

Victoria University will offer the paper again in 2009. 

Hands-on learning 
at the Library

Each year groups of students from Victoria University of Wellington visit the Alexander Turnbull Library, don white gloves and pore over various treasures in the rare book collection.

These groups can be as large as 50 students or as small as five, hailing mainly from the School of English, Film and Media Studies. Some come just to experience the look and feel of rare and historic books, others to acquire specific skills, ranging from the basic handling of rare books to undertaking full descriptive bibliographies. 

Through detailed examination of the objects themselves, students learn to seek out clues about the origins, owners and readers of books. They consider book-binding and its place in history, ownership inscriptions, comments in margins, palaeography or changes in handwriting styles, and other factors. 

Students also enhance their understanding and appreciation of the texts of specific authors or periods from the medieval to the modern. Many are astounded by what they see.

Targeting resources for tertiary students

The National Library recently worked with the University of Otago to create a webpage that would give tertiary students quick, easy access to Library collections online.

This pilot project aimed to develop and market the webpage – which provided a search across all of the National Library’s websites, tips and hints on searching effectively and links to other relevant New Zealand content – to University of Otago students.

Librarians and lecturers from the university helped to develop the user interface, and distribute information about the resource to students. 

Data collected during the eight-week pilot project will be evaluated to see if a national approach is viable in the next year.

RELATIONSHIPS 
AND COLLABORATION 

PIRINGA ME TE 
MAHI TAHITANGA

An ongoing theme that touches all aspects of the National Library is collaboration; recognising that as a customer-focused organisation the National Library needs to talk constantly to, and connect with, a wide range of people and organisations. This is particularly relevant as the Library transitions into a New Generation National Library, which calls for us to adopt and explore new knowledge-creation paradigms and ensure we continue to be responsive to our customers, both present and future. 

This section provides some examples of the Library’s key relationships and collaborations.

Building stronger relationships with Mäori

Over the past year the Library’s Hononga Mäori team has continued to build strong relationships with iwi around New Zealand, by providing advice to Mäori about the services and collections the Library holds. 

The Library’s partnership plan with Mäori, Te Kaupapa Mahi Tahi, is embedded into Library operations, with business groups taking into account mätauranga Mäori in all of our activities. 

The Library is also advised on Mäori library and information activities by Te Komiti Mäori, a group comprising respected Mäori experienced in both the library and information sector and Te Ao Mäori. Te Komiti Mäori provides advice to the Chief Executive on matters concerning Mäori involvement in the sector.

Partnering with libraries of New Zealand

The National Library works closely with libraries of New Zealand and the education, culture and heritage, information and communications technology (ICT), and research and planning sectors, to deliver global and national knowledge networks and identify shared opportunities. 

This year saw two cross-library and sector forums gain ground. The first is the Strategic Advisory Forum, which provides a national forum for the libraries of New Zealand to develop a shared voice and ensure sector-wide feedback on the National Library’s policy direction. 

The second is the Galleries, Libraries, Archives and Museums Sector Group, which brings together the heads of major national cultural institutions and professional associations. The Group aims to provide a high-level connected view from New Zealand’s galleries, libraries, archives and museums across issues that matter to the sector and its customers. 

Both forums are instrumental in identifying and developing collaborative initiatives, for example around professional training, shared services and improving sustainability by taking a sector-wide approach. 

The Aotearoa People’s Network has also been a strong collaborative and partnership programme between New Zealand libraries and the National Library.

Joint effort benefits 
New Zealand research

Looking for a thesis online? Interested in accessing research from a multitude of agencies through one site? Then look no further than the Kiwi Research Information Service (KRIS), a metadata harvesting service that helps to make New Zealand’s publicly funded research output – particularly from New Zealand’s universities and polytechnics – easier to find. The KRIS website is located at http://nzresearch.org.nz. 

KRIS is a service delivered between the National Library and many of New Zealand’s universities and polytechnics. A governance group, with representatives from the research sector and government, has been established to guide the future development of the project. 

Many New Zealand research institutions operate institutional repositories, where digital copies of research produced at those institutions (such as theses and journal articles) are stored. The KRIS website is a single source for users to search across all of these individual repositories. 

The website makes it easy to find this research, for the mutual benefit of researchers, research users, and research institutions. The site has simple and advanced search options, including comprehensive subject, author, institution and date classifications. The KRIS website was officially launched in November 2007 at the Digital Future Summit, with the National Library providing a metadata harvesting service.

Contributing internationally

The National Library has developed strong international relationships with other libraries and agencies around the world. The following are just some of the National Library’s contributions to international programmes:

Additionally, the Library has played a strong role in a number of international Library forums including the Conference of Directors of National Libraries (CDNL), which was chaired in 2007 and 2008 by the National Librarian and Chief Executive of the National Library. CDNL is an independent association of chief executives of national libraries, established to facilitate discussion and promote understanding of and cooperation in matters of common interest to national libraries worldwide. 

The National Library is also a long-standing member of the International Federation of Library Associations and Institutions (IFLA) and plays an active role in supporting the work of IFLA by advocating for the interests of the sector in relations with publishers, related sectors such as archives and museums, indigenous peoples, and various national and international government agencies. 

Pulp Fictions: the Art of Giovanni Battista Piranesi

The Alexander Turnbull Library worked closely with Victoria University of Wellington’s Art History Department and the Adam Art Gallery to support the production of an exhibition and associated publication. Over the course of a year, Honours students – under the guidance of their lecturer – were given the opportunity to research the Library’s extensive collection of prints by one of Europe’s most famous and influential printmakers of the 18th century, Giovanni Battista Piranesi. 

Students became familiar with the interpretation of the prints and their place within the broader history of printmaking. They were given the challenge of bringing new perspectives to bear on these well-known works, and hands-on experience working in a professional environment to curate an exhibition. 

The Adam Art Gallery aims to encourage scholarship and to enhance the educational experience and understanding of the visual arts. The Alexander Turnbull Library was delighted to support this objective with sponsorship to promote the exhibition.

The resulting catalogue, Pulp Fictions: the Art of Giovanni Battista Piranesi, contained critical essays by nine students and was launched at the opening of the exhibition on 19 October.

The show was comprised completely of works selected from the Alexander Turnbull Library’s collections, and represented the most extensive showing of these items since the Library acquired them in 1953.

INSIDE THE NATIONAL LIBRARY

KEI ROTO I TE PUNA 
MÄTAURANGA O AOTEAROA

The New Generation National Library Strategic Directions to 2017 sets a clear roadmap for the Library, outlining the Library’s key priorities and focus areas. Critical to delivering the strategy is a skilled workforce with people who are highly competent, experts in their field and absolutely focused on what their customers need. This year inside the National Library we have been actively building a staff transition programme that will assist in enabling us to deliver 21st century services. 

People in Transition programme

While the building redevelopment provides the physical representation of change, equally important and challenging is the transformation of services and people. Essentially the Library must be transformed inside and out if it aspires to be a New Generation organisation; recognising the need for leadership and a culture that encourages excellence and innovation. 

To achieve this, the Library has developed a programme of work called ‘People in Transition’, which actively seeks to build people with leadership and change capabilities. The Library recognises that inventing a new generation workforce involves looking not just at the physical environment and processes of work, but also the underlying culture – the way the Library approaches its work, interacting with each other and its customers. 

Staff have already responded to a series of surveys to determine the actual and desired organisational cultures and contributing factors, and this work will also enable the Library to develop fully its customer-centric approach, building its responsiveness to the present and future needs of its customers. 

Governance

The National Library is a government department, established by section 3 of the National Library Act 1965 and now governed by the National Library of New Zealand (Te Puna Mätauranga o Aotearoa) Act 2003.

The Library is accountable to Parliament and is under the responsibility of the Minister Responsible for the National Library. The majority of its funding is provided by Parliament through Vote National Library.

Accountability:

The Estimates of Appropriations for the Government of New Zealand. This details the appropriations to Vote National Library and a description of the outputs purchased by the Minister under each appropriation.

Statement of Intent. This sets out the National Library’s strategic direction and the targets against which its performance will be measured, and shows the linkages between its activities and the outcomes it aims to achieve. The Library’s performance against the Statement of Objectives and Service Performance is reported to Parliament each year through the Annual Report.

Output Plan. This is an agreement between the National Library and the Minister Responsible for the National Library, which details the activities that will be purchased by the Minister.

Governance structure

The National Library, as a government department, does not have a board of directors. Under the State Sector Act 1988, the Chief Executive is given the powers necessary to carry out the functions, responsibilities and duties imposed by the State Sector Act or any other Act.

Cabinet Office Circular CO (99) 7 specifies the financial delegations that apply to chief executives and responsible ministers under the Public Finance Act 1989. Chief executives have full financial authority, within the constraints of the Public Finance Act 1989, to expend departmental cash or incur departmental expenses or liabilities, except in the following four areas:

Publicity expenses (limited to $100,000)

Compensation or damages in settlement of claims (limited to $100,000)

Ex gratia expenses (limited to $20,000) 

The purchase, development or lease of fixed assets (limited to $7,000,000).

The chief executives’ functions and powers are managed through the establishment of delegations, management structures and governance committees.

Strategic Leadership Group

The Strategic Leadership Group is a new team that has come into place as part of the Library’s ten-year New Generation strategy, and reflects the key service delivery areas and supporting services within the National Library.

Delegations

Under section 41 of the State Sector Act 1988, the Chief Executive has established operating delegations, including financial delegations to managers and staff employed by the National Library.

There is a structured framework of financial delegations based on the level of management responsibility held by each position and the type of expenditure to be incurred. Delegations are subject to the requirement that the holder complies with the National Library’s policies, procedures and Code of Conduct.

Management structure

The Strategic Leadership Group is the executive team that supports the Chief Executive. The Group is responsible for formulating and implementing organisational strategy and for providing leadership to the Library’s operations.

Governance committees

There are two governance committees that support the Chief Executive: the Assurance and Risk Committee (ARC) and the Implementation Programme Committee (IPC).

The ARC was established as part of the governance of the National Library. The ARC is a stand-alone committee that gives external advice and assurance, and operates and reports directly to the Chief Executive, who is a member of the Committee. The Chair and one Committee member are external appointments. The ARC provides expert independent advice and comment to the Chief Executive on assurance and risk matters pertaining to or arising from the Library’s performance and management of its accountabilities, deliverables and risks. 

The IPC’s purpose is to oversee the programme of work that will see the creation of the New Generation National Library. This programme of work includes all project, process, organisational, building and information and technology changes that will lead to the New Generation Library becoming a reality. The Committee will provide oversight of the implementation plan, with a clear vision of the context in which projects are being implemented, and delivery to achieve optimum results in support of the Library’s outcomes. 

Advisory bodies

The National Library works with two statutory advisory bodies that were established under the National Library of New Zealand (Te Puna Mätauranga o Aotearoa) Act 2003. 

The Guardians/Kaitiaki of the Alexander Turnbull Library provides assurance to the people of New Zealand about the quality and integrity of the collections and services of the Alexander Turnbull Library. 

The Library and Information Advisory Committee/Ngä Kaiwhakamärama i ngä Kohikohinga Körero (LIAC) provides independent advice to the Minister Responsible for the National Library on library and information issues.

Te Komiti Mäori is an advisory body set up to deliver independent advice and experience on matters pertaining to Mäori, to the Chief Executive/National Librarian. Membership of this group is by invitation from the Chief Executive/National Librarian. There are six external members. The group is comprised of members experienced in both the library and information world and with mätauranga Mäori. 

The Strategic Advisory Forum provides independent advice to the National Librarian and Chief Executive on the strategic focus of the National Library in fulfilling its obligations under the Act. It also has a role in providing a strategic overview of partnering and collaborative arrangements across the library sector in New Zealand. It has external members from the library sectors across New Zealand. The National Librarian is a member of the Forum.

NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

1.
Statement of accounting policies for the year ended 30 June 2008

Reporting entity

The National Library is a government department as defined by section 2 of the Public Finance Act 1989.  The National Library’s financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Public Finance Act 1989.

For the purposes of financial reporting the National Library is a public benefit entity.   

The financial statements include all the activities of the National Library as constituted by the National Library of New Zealand (Te Puna Mätauranga o Aotearoa) Act 2003.  The National Library also reports the non-departmental activity and trust monies that it administers.

The financial statements for the Library are for the year ended 30 June 2008. The financial statements were authorised for issue by the Chief Executive of the Library on 9 September 2008.

The budget figures are those presented in the National Library’s Statement of Intent for the Year Ending 30 June 2008, which are consistent with the financial information in the Main Estimates. In addition, the financial statements also present the updated information from the Supplementary Estimates.

Basis of preparation

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with New Zealand generally accepted accounting practice (GAAP). They comply with New Zealand equivalents to IFRS (NZ IFRS) and other applicable Financial Reporting Standards, as appropriate for public benefit entities. This is the first set of financial statements prepared using NZIFRS. The comparatives for the year ended 30 June 2007 have been restated to NZ IFRS accordingly. Reconciliations of equity and net surplus/(deficit) for the year ended 30 June 2007 under NZIFRS to the balances reported in the 30 June 2007 financial statements are detailed in note 27.

Accounting policies

The accounting policies set out below have been applied consistently to all periods presented in these financial statements and in preparing an opening NZIFRS statement of financial position as at 1 July 2006 for the purposes of transition to NZIFRS.

The measurement base used in preparing the financial statements is historical cost modified by the revaluation of land and buildings and certain financial instruments (including derivative instruments).                           

The accrual basis of accounting has been used unless otherwise stated. These financial statements are presented in New Zealand dollars rounded to the nearest thousand.

Judgements and estimations

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with NZ IFRS requires judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of policies and reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expenses. The estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical experience and various other factors that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances.

The estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis.  Revisions to accounting estimates are recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised if the revision affects only that period, or in the period of the revision and future periods if the revision affects both current and future periods.

Revenue

Operations

The National Library derives revenue from the provision of outputs to the Crown and from the provision of services to third parties.  Revenue is recognised when earned and is reported in the financial period to which it relates.  Revenue from the supply of goods and services is measured at the fair value of consideration received.  Revenue from the supply of goods is recognised when the significant risks and rewards of ownership have been transferred to the buyer.  Revenue from the supply of services is recognised at balance date on a straight-line basis over the specified period for the services.

Donated or subsidised assets

Where a physical asset is acquired for nil or nominal consideration the fair value of the asset received is recognised as revenue in the Statement of Financial Performance. 

Foreign currency

Transactions in foreign currencies are initially translated at the foreign exchange rate at the date of the transaction.  Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of these transactions are recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance.  

Financial instruments 

Financial assets and financial liabilities are initially measured at fair value plus transaction costs unless they are carried at fair value through profit or loss in which case the transaction costs are recognised in the statement of financial performance

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash includes cash on hand and funds on deposit with banks

Debtors and other receivables

Debtors and other receivables are initially measured at fair value and subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest rate, less impairment changes.

Impairment of a receivable is established when there is objective evidence that the National Library will not be able to collect amounts due according to the original terms of the receivable. Significant financial difficulties of the debtor, probability that the debtor will enter into bankruptcy, and default in payments are considered indicators that the debtor is impaired. The amount of the impairment is the difference between the asset’s carrying amount and the present value of estimated future cash flows, discounted using the original effective interest rate. 

Inventories

Inventories held for distribution, or consumption in the provision of services, that are not issued on a commercial basis are measured at the lower of cost (determined on the first-in first-out method) and current replacement costs. Where inventories are acquired at no cost, or for nominal consideration, the cost is the current replacement cost at date of acquisition.

The replacement cost of the economic benefits or service potential of inventory held for distribution reflects any obsolescence or any other impairment.

Any write-down from cost to current replacement cost is recognised in the statement of financial performance in the period when the write-down occurs.

Accounting for derivative financial instruments, hedging activities and foreign currency transactions

The National Library uses derivative financial instruments to hedge exposure to foreign exchange. In accordance with its foreign exchange policy, the Library does not hold or issue derivative financial instruments for trading purposes. The Library has not adopted hedge accounting.

Derivatives are initially recognised at fair value on the date a derivative contract is entered into and are subsequently remeasured at their fair value at each balance date. Movements in the fair value of derivative financial instruments are recognised in the statement of financial performance.

Foreign currency transactions (including those for which forward exchange contracts are held) are translated into New Zealand dollars using the exchange rates prevailing at the dates of the transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of such transactions and from the translation at year-end exchange rates of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are recognised in the statement of financial performance.

Property, plant and equipment

Overview

Items of property, plant and equipment costing more than $2,000 are initially recorded at cost.  Where an asset is acquired for nil or nominal consideration the asset will be recognised initially at fair value, where fair value can be reliably determined, with the fair value of the asset received, less costs incurred to acquire the asset, also recognised as revenue in the Statement of Financial Performance. 

Revaluations are carried out for land and buildings to reflect the service potential or economic benefit obtained through control of the asset.  Revaluation is based on the fair value of the asset, with changes reported by class of asset.   

Land and buildings

Land and buildings are recorded at fair value less impairment losses and, for buildings, less depreciation accumulated since the assets were last revalued.  Valuations are undertaken in accordance with standards issued by the New Zealand Property Institute.

Collections

The National Library’s collections consist of the General Collections and the Schools collection.  These current use collections are recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses.

Other property, plant and equipment 

Other property, plant and equipment, which include motor vehicles and office equipment, are recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses.

Classes of property, plant and equipment that are revalued, are revalued at least every five years or whenever the carrying amount differs materially to fair value.  Unrealised gains and losses arising from changes in the value of property, plant and equipment are recognised as at balance date.  To the extent that a gain reverses a loss previously charged to the Statement of Financial Performance for the asset class, the gain is credited to the Statement of Financial Performance.  Otherwise, gains are credited to an asset revaluation reserve for that class of asset.  To the extent that there is a balance in the asset revaluation reserve for the asset class any loss is debited to the reserve.  Otherwise, losses are reported in the Statement of Financial Performance.

Accumulated depreciation at revaluation date is eliminated against the gross carrying amount so that the carrying amount after revaluation equals the revalued amount.  

Realised gains and losses arising from disposal of property, plant and equipment are recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance in the period in which the transaction occurs.  Any balance attributable to the disposed asset in the asset revaluation reserve is transferred to retained earnings.

The carrying amounts of plant, property and equipment are reviewed at least annually to determine if there is any indication of impairment.  Where an asset’s recoverable amount is less than its carrying amount, it will be reported at its recoverable amount and an impairment loss will be recognised.  Losses resulting from impairment are reported in the Statement of Financial Performance, unless the asset is carried at a revalued amount in which case any impairment loss is treated as a revaluation decrease.

Depreciation

Depreciation is charged on a straight-line basis at rates calculated to allocate the cost or valuation of an item of property, plant and equipment, less any estimated residual value, over its estimated useful life.

Depreciation is not charged on land, artworks or capital work in progress.

Intangible assets

Intangible assets are initially recorded at cost. 

Intangible assets with finite lives are subsequently recorded at cost less any amortisation and impairment losses.  Amortisation is charged to the Statement of Financial Performance on a straight-line basis over the useful life of the asset.

Realised gains and losses arising from disposal of intangible assets are recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance in the period in which the transaction occurs.  Unrealised gains and losses arising from changes in the value of intangible assets are recognised as at balance date.  To the extent that a gain reverses a loss previously charged to the Statement of Financial Performance, the gain is credited to the Statement of Financial Performance.  Otherwise, gains are credited to an asset revaluation reserve for that asset. To the extent that there is a balance in the asset revaluation reserve for the intangible asset a revaluation loss is debited to the reserve.  Otherwise, losses are reported in the Statement of Financial Performance.  

Intangible assets with finite lives are reviewed at least annually to determine if there is any indication of impairment.  Where an intangible asset’s recoverable amount is less than its carrying amount, it will be reported at its recoverable amount and an impairment loss will be recognised.  Losses resulting from impairment are reported in the Statement of Financial Performance.

Employee benefits

Employee entitlements to salaries and wages, annual leave are recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance when they accrue to employees.  Employee entitlements to be settled within 12 months are reported at the amount expected to be paid.  

Termination benefits

Termination benefits are recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance only when there is a demonstrable commitment to either terminate employment prior to normal retirement date or to provide such benefits as a result of an offer to encourage voluntary redundancy.  Termination benefits settled within 12 months are reported at the amount expected to be paid, otherwise they are reported as the present value of the estimated future cash outflows. 

Superannuation schemes

Defined contribution schemes

Obligations for contributions to the State Sector Retirement Savings Scheme, Kiwisaver and the Government Superannuation Fund are accounted for as defined contribution schemes and are recognised as an expense in the Statement of Financial Performance as incurred.

Leases

Operating leases, where the lessor substantially retains the risks and rewards of ownership, are recognised in a systematic manner over the term of the lease. Leasehold improvements are capitalised and the cost is amortised over the unexpired period of the lease or the estimated useful life of the improvements, whichever is shorter.  Lease incentives received are recognised evenly over the term of the lease as a reduction in rental expense. 

Other liabilities and provisions

Other liabilities and provisions are recorded at the best estimate of the expenditure required to settle the obligation. Liabilities and provisions to be settled beyond 12 months are recorded at their present value. The increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognised as a finance cost.

Comparatives

When presentation or classification of items in the financial statements is amended or accounting policies are changed voluntarily, comparative figures are restated to ensure consistency with the current period unless it is impracticable to do so.

Taxation

The National Library, as a government department, is exempt from income tax as public authorities. Accordingly, no charge for income tax has been provided for.

Goods and Services Tax (GST)

All items in the financial statements are GST exclusive, except for receivables and payables that are GST inclusive.  Where GST is not recoverable as an input tax, then it is recognised as part of the related asset or expense.

The amount of GST owing by the National Library at balance date, being the difference between output GST and input GST, is included in either receivables or payables.

Statement of cost accounting policies

The National Library has determined the cost of outputs using the cost allocation system outlined below: 

Cost allocation policy

Direct costs are charged directly to significant activities.  Indirect costs are charged to significant activities based on cost drivers and related activity/usage information.

Criteria for direct and indirect costs

Direct costs are those costs directly attributed to an output.  Indirect costs are those costs that cannot be identified with a specific output in an economically feasible manner.

Method of assigning direct costs to outputs

Direct charging of costs to outputs includes capital charge and depreciation (which are charged on the basis of assets utilised), personnel costs (which are charged by recording time spent on each output) and operating costs (such as property maintenance charges which are charged on the basis of the floor area occupied by each output).  For the year ended 30 June 2008 86% of output costs were direct costs (30 June 2007: 85%).

Bases for assigning indirect costs to outputs

Indirect costs are pro-rated to outputs on the proportion of direct employee costs used in each output, with the exception of the National Library’s Finance unit costs which are pro-rated on the proportion of direct total costs used in each output.  Indirect costs amounted to 14% of total output costs for the year ended 30 June 2008 (30 June 2007: 15%).

Critical accounting estimates and assumptions

In preparing these financial statements the National Library has made estimates and assumptions concerning the future. These estimates and assumptions may differ from the subsequent actual results. Estimates and judgments are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience and other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances. The estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year are:

Building fitout

The carrying amount of the building fitout is affected by the decision to redevelop the existing building in Wellington. The National Library has not progressed to a developed design stage so there is uncertainty about the extent of re-use of existing building plant and equipment (fitout).

Financial instrument risks

The National Library’s activities expose it to a variety of financial instrument risks, including market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk. The Library has a series of policies to manage the risks associated with financial instruments and seeks to minimise exposure from financial instruments. These policies do not allow any transactions that are speculative in nature to be entered into.

Market risk

Currency risk

Currency risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of changes in foreign exchange rates.

The National Library purchases computer software (intangible assets) internationally and is exposed to currency risk arising from currency exposure to the US dollar. Currency risk arises from future purchases and recognised liabilities, which are denominated in a foreign currency.

The National Library’s foreign exchange policy requires the Library to manage currency risk arising from future transactions and recognised liabilities by entering into foreign exchange forward contracts to hedge the entire foreign currency risk exposure. The Library’s policy has been aproved by the Treasury and is in accordance with the requirements of the Treasury Guidelines for the Management of Crown and Departmental Foreign Exchange Exposure.

Sensitivity Analysis

At 30 June 2008, if the dollar had weakened / strengthened by 5% against the US dollar with all the other variables held constant, the surplus / deficit for the year would have been $125,497 (2007 $170,501) higher / lower. This movement is attributable to the foreign exchange gains / losses on translation of US denominated creditors.

Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value of a financial instrument will fluctuate or, the cash flows from a financial instrument will fluctuate, due to changes in market interest rates.

The National Library has no interest bearing financial instruments and, accordingly, has no exposure to interest rate risk.

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk that a third party will default on its obligations to the National Library, causing the Library to incur a loss. In the normal course of business, credit risk arises from debtors, deposits with banks and derivative financial instrument assets.

The National Library is only permitted to deposit funds with Westpac, a registered bank, and enter into foreign exchange forward contracts with the New Zealand Debt Management Office. These entities have high credit ratings. 

The National Library’s maximum credit exposure for each class of financial instrument is represented by the total carrying amount of cash and cash equivalents, net debtors (note 9).

Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that the National Library will encounter difficulty raising liquid funds to meet commitments as they fall due.

In meeting its liquidity requirements, the National Library closely monitors its forecast cash requirements with expected cash draw downs from the New Zealand Debt Management Office. The Ministry maintains a target level of available cash to meet liquity requirements.

The table below analyses the National Library’s financial liabilities that will be settled based on the remaining period at the balance sheet date to the contractural maturity date. The amounts disclosed are the contractural undiscounted cash flows.

25.
Capital management

The National Library’s capital is its equity (or taxpayers’ funds), which comprise general funds and revaluation reserves. Equity is represented by net assets.

The National Library manages its revenues, expenses, assets, liabilities and general financial dealings prudently. The National Library’s equity is largely managed as a by-product of managing income, expenses, assets, liabilities and compliance with the Government’s budget process and with Treasury instructions.

The objective of managing the Library’s equity is to ensure the Library effectively achieves its goals and objectives for which it has been established, whilst remaining a going concern.

26. Explanation of major variances against budget

Explanations for major variances from the Library’s estimated figures in the statement of intent are as follows:

Statement of financial performance 

Crown Revenue

Crown revenue is greater the budget by $6 m due to $9 m of additional funding received for the Wellington building redevelopment project. This increase was offset by expense transfers to 2008/09 including a transfer of $2.5m for the National Digital Heritage Achieve (NHDA) project. 

Personnel 

Personnel costs were $2.3 m less than budget. The main reason for this was the delay in implementing the NHDA project. 

Depreciation and amortisation expense 

Depreciation and amortisation expense costs were $8.3 m higher than budget. The majority of this variance is due to accelerated depreciation resulting from the imminent upgrade to the Wellington Building. 

Statement of financial position 

The current asset balance deviated from budget by $8.9 m due to expense transfers that resulted in an increase over budget to both crown debtors and cash receipts from crown. 

Taxpayers funds were greater then budget by $8.5 m due to an unbudgeted increase in the building revaluation reserve. 

The non-current assets and current liability variances were minor.

a. Provisions - lease make-good

The National Library is required to record a provision for the estimated cost to make-good the leased properties in Auckland and Christchurch when the leases expire in 2010 under NZ IFRS. This provision had not previously been recorded under previous NZ GAAP.

b. Intangible assets - computer software

Computer software was classified as property, plant and equipment under previous NZ GAAP. Computer software has been reclassified as an intangible  asset on transition to NZ IFRS.

c. Provision for doubtful debts

Under previous NZ GAAP the Library applied a general provision for doubtful debts to all debtors over 90 days old. NZ IFRS requires the Library to measure the provision for doubtful debts based on objective evidence that the Library will not be able to collect the amounts owing. The impact of this change has been a reduction in the provision for doubtful debts.

d. Derivative financial instruments 

Derivatives were not recognised in the statement of financial position under previous NZ GAAP. NZ IFRS requires derivatives to be recognised in the statement of financial position at their fair value

The Interloan Billing System administers the interloan billing activities carried out between New Zealand Libraries.

Under the National Library of New Zealand (Te Puna Mätauranga o Aotearoa) Act 2003, the Macklin Bequest Fund and the Interloans Billing System Fund are held and administered by the National Library. The funds are administered on behalf of the Crown under part 7 of the Public Finance Act 1989 and by delegation from the Secretary to the Treasury. Trust money can only be invested in New Zealand registered banks.

Statement of accounting policies for the year ended 30 June 2008

Reporting entity

These non-departmental schedules and statements present financial information on public funds managed by the National Library on behalf of the Crown. This activity relates to the management of the heritage collections owned by the Crown and held in the Alexander Turnbill Library.

These non-departmental balances are consolidated into the Financial Statements of the Government. For a full understanding of the Crown’s financial position, results of operations and cash flows for the year, reference should also be made to the Financial Statements of the Government.

Accounting policies

The non-departmental schedules have been prepared in accordance with the Government’s accounting policies as set out in the Financial Statements of the Government, and in accordance with relevant Treasury Instructions and Treasury Circulars.

Measurement and recognition rules applied in the preparation of these non-departmental schedules and statements are consistent with New Zealand generally accepted accounting practice as appropriate for public benefit entities.

This is the first set of financial statements prepared using NZ IFRS. The comparatives for the year ended 30 June 2007 have been restated, if applicable, to NZ IFRS. Reconciliations of income and expenses and assets and liabilities for the year ended 30 June 2007 under NZ IFRS to the balances reported in the 30 June 2007 financial statements are detailed in note 6.

The accounting policies set out below have been applied consistently to all periods presented in these financial statements.

The following particular accounting policies have been applied:

Budget figures

The budget figures are those included in the National Library’s statement of intent for the year ended 30 June 2008, which are consistent with the financial information in the Main Estimates. In addition, these financial statements also present the updated budget information from the Supplementary Estimates.

Revenue

Donations and legal deposits 

When a heritage collection asset is acquired for nil or nominal consideration the fair value of the asset received is recognised as revenue in the Statement of Financial Performance. 

Goods and services tax

All items in the financial statements, including appropriation statements, are stated exclusive of GST, except for payables which are stated on a GST inclusive basis. An input tax deduction is not claimed on non-departmental capital expenditure. Instead, the amount of GST applicable to non-departmental expenditure is recognised as a separate expenses and eliminated against GST revenue on consolidation of the government financial statements.

The financial statements of the Library on pages 29 to 50:

comply with generally accepted accounting practice in New Zealand; and

fairly reflect:

the Library’s financial position as at 30 June 2008; and

the results of its operations and cash flows for the year ended on that date.

The statement of service performance of the Library on pages 51 to 54:

complies with generally accepted accounting practice in New Zealand; and

fairly reflects for each class of outputs:

its standards of delivery performance achieved, as compared with the forecast standards outlined in the statement of forecast service performance adopted at the start of the financial year; and

its actual revenue earned and output expenses incurred, as compared with the forecast revenues and output expenses outlined in the statement of forecast service performance adopted at the start of the financial year. 

The schedules of non-Departmental activities on pages 55 to 59 fairly reflect the assets, liabilities, revenues, expenses, contingencies, commitments and trust monies managed by the Library on behalf of the Crown for the year ended 30 June 2008. 

The audit was completed on 9 September 2008, and is the date at which our opinion is expressed.

The basis of our opinion is explained below. In addition, we outline the responsibilities of the Chief Executive and the Auditor, and explain our independence.

Basis of Opinion

We carried out the audit in accordance with the Auditor‑General’s Auditing Standards, which incorporate the New Zealand Auditing Standards.

We planned and performed the audit to obtain all the information and explanations we considered necessary in order to obtain reasonable assurance that the financial statements and statement of service performance did not have material misstatements, whether caused by fraud or error.

Material misstatements are differences or omissions of amounts and disclosures that would affect a reader’s overall understanding of the financial statements and statement of service performance. If we had found material misstatements that were not corrected, we would have referred to them in our opinion.

The audit involved performing procedures to test the information presented in the financial statements and statement of service performance. We assessed the results of those procedures in forming our opinion.

Audit procedures generally include:

determining whether significant financial and management controls are working and can be relied on to produce complete and accurate data;

verifying samples of transactions and account balances;

performing analyses to identify anomalies in the reported data;

reviewing significant estimates and judgements made by the Chief Executive;

confirming year-end balances;

determining whether accounting policies are appropriate and consistently applied; and

determining whether all financial statement and statement of service performance disclosures are adequate.

We did not examine every transaction, nor do we guarantee complete accuracy of the financial statements and statement of service performance.

We evaluated the overall adequacy of the presentation of information in the financial statements and statement of service performance. We obtained all the information and explanations we required to support our opinion above.

Responsibilities of the Chief Executive and the Auditor

The Chief Executive is responsible for preparing the financial statements and statement of service performance in accordance with generally accepted accounting practice in New Zealand. The financial statements must fairly reflect the financial position of the Library as at 30 June 2008 and the results of its operations and cash flows for the year ended on that date3. The statement of service performance must fairly reflect, for each class of outputs, the Library’s standards of delivery performance achieved and revenue earned and expenses incurred, as compared with the forecast standards, revenue and expenses adopted at the start of the financial year. [In addition, the schedules of non-departmental activities must fairly reflect the assets, liabilities, revenues, expenses, contingencies, commitments and trust monies managed by the Library on behalf of the Crown for the year ended 30 June 2008. The Chief Executive’s responsibilities arise from sections 45A, 45B and 45(1)(f) of the Public Finance Act 1989.
