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Looking for a something held in a New Zealand Library?

New Zealand Libraries Catalogue quick reference guide

The New Zealand Libraries Catalogue enables you to search for and locate books, magazines, dvds and other items held in New Zealand libraries.  You might be able to borrow these items via interloan through your local library.

How to start

How to find books or other items on a particular subject

1. Use Keyword Relevance search (this is the default search).

2. Type your keywords in the Search for box, e.g. ecology education
· Use " " for phrases, eg: "treaty of waitangi"

· Use ? to truncate, eg: environment? searches for environment and environmental

3. Optional: choose one of the options from the Refine Search box, e.g. Published recently.

4. Click the Search button. A list of titles will display.  These are in relevance order.

5. Click on a title that interests you and you will see:

· There are subjects listed.  You can click on a subject if you wish to refine your search or explore related material – you will be taken to a list of subject headings where you can again click to find relevant titles.

· At the bottom are listed the libraries that hold this title.

6. To return to the list of titles click the Titles List button at the top of the screen.

7. If you wish to re-sort the titles so that the most recent title is at the top instead of the list being in relevance order, choose ‘With latest year first’ from the drop-down box next to ‘Sort result set’.

How to find a book when you know the title or author

1. Click on the Advanced Search tab.

2. In the first Find box, either:

· type keywords from the title, eg: wrestling angel?  or

· type the author's surname and include first name if known, eg: Mahy Margaret

3. Make sure all of these is selected from the drop down list to the right of the Find box.

4. Click on the In box and choose from the drop down list:

· Title if searching by title, or

· Author Name if searching by author.

5. Click the Search button. A list of titles will display.

6. Click on the title to view more details and find which libraries hold the item.

7. To return to the list of titles click the Titles List button at the top of the screen.

How to email titles to yourself

1. At the list of titles, mark the title(s) you want to email by ticking the checkbox to the left of the title.

2. Scroll down to the bottom of the screen and type your email address into the Enter Email address box.

3. Click the Email button. The titles and details will be emailed to you.

How to do further searching

· To do a new search click the New Search button at the top of the screen.

· For more help click the Help button at the top of the screen.
